Tuition Policy - Waiver of Liability - Photo Release

By signing below, I understand and agree with the Tuition Policy, Waiver of Liability, and Photo Release of MetroWest Ballet as
follows:

1. I am liable for the full tuition amount indicated on any MetroWest Ballet payment plan agreement entered into by me on
behalf of my child, including any late chatges, fees or interest, even though the student may stop attending classes.

There are no tuition refunds for missed classes or discontinuance of attendance, even if tuition has been fully paid. No credit
will be given for missed classes due to injury or illness occurring less than 30 MetroWest Ballet class days prior to the end of the
MetroWest Ballet school year.

If T have elected a payment plan, I agree that I am responsible for the full amount shown on the Payment Plan Agreement as
“TOTAL DUE."

In cases of prolonged illness or injury of a minimum of 30 consecutive MetroWest Ballet class days, a partial tuition refund or a
credit toward the next annual term may be arranged, providing that a letter from the student's physician is presented, during
that 30 day period, which specifies that the student has been restricted from taking MetroWest Ballet classes. If a credit toward
the next school year is selected, the full-prorated tuition for the illness/injury petiod will be applied against the next year’s
tuition. If a refund is selected, a percentage of the student's prorated tuiton for the illness/injury petiod will be reimbursed.
